  Chapter President Tom Mogford 
led a discussion about making natural-
edge hollow forms. 
  First, he revealed the blanks in the log

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  Securing the blank in the chuck and 
bringing up the tailstock for support, 
he then turns the outside shape. 
 
  Tom uses a set of homemade hol-
lowing tools in the Ellsworth style for 
most of his hollowing.  On occasion 
he will use a captive system similar to 
the Jamieson deep hollowing system 
available though Craft Supplies. 
 
  Tom also discussed several tools he 
uses to measure the wall thickness, 
with the simplest being the bent 3/16” 
galvanized steel rod that Ellsworth 
talks about in his hollowing video. 
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  David Hout will do a 2-day presenta-
tion for us on Saturday, April 16 and 
Sunday, April 17, 2005 from 9 a.m. until 
4 p.m. Cost to members will be $35 for 
one day, or $60 for both.  Cost includes a 
continental breakfast, lunch, and bever-
ages. 
 
  Saturday morning will be an overview 
of metalspinning, with a focus on the 
tools and supplies needed to get started in 
the craft.  Saturday afternoon will focus 
on vacuum chucking and the use of the 
“bowl skew” that Dave helped develop 
with Crown Tools. 
 
  Sunday will focus on general woodturn-
ing topics including spindle and faceplate 
turning, sharpening, and woodturning de-
sign. Dave will also demo thread chasing 
in response to several requests from our 
members. 
 
  Dave served as an Industrial Arts in-
structor in Akron, Ohio before moving 
into Administration, where he served an-
other 10 years.  He was a founding mem-
ber of the American Association of 
Woodturners, and has served on the

as shown below.  Next, he mounts 
the blank between centers and pro-
ceeds to fashion a tenon to fit his 
chuck in the usual manner.

  Dave has taught woodturning and 
woodworking at a number of schools, 
including the Arrowmont School of Arts 
and Crafts in Gatlinburg, Tennessee,  the 
Conover School in Parkman, Ohio, and 
the John C. Campbell Folk Arts School 
in Brasstown, North Carolina. 
 
  Dave currently hosts the programs 
“Woodturning Basics” and 
“Woodturning Techniques” on the DIY 
Television Network.

  Several people stayed after the Febru-
ary meeting for some hands-on spindle 
turning.  Thanks to Tom and Pete and 
Russ and all the rest who stayed to 
sharpen tools and join in the festivities. 
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  After the March meeting we will con-
tinue on the topic of spindle turning, 
perhaps spending more time on bead 
and cove basics. 
 
  I teach the techniques that I have 
found helpful in my turning, but I 
would never say that my way is the 
only way to do something.  All of us 
will pick up a variety of techniques 
over time.  We may prefer some ap-
proaches over others, and we may de-
velop strong attachments to some.  
Take the techniques as they come to 
you, file them away, and maybe one 
day when you’re having trouble with 
tear-out or whatever you’ll remember 
several different approaches to the 
problem and perhaps one of those alter-
natives will help you get better results.  
 
  Eventually, I hope we might be able to 
borrow an idea from the Detroit Area 
Woodturners.  A number of other local 
A.A.W. Chapters have similar pro-
grams.  They have a number of accom-
plished turners who have agreed to 
mentor new members one-on-one.  The 
Mentor and Mentee (?) sign an agree-
ment to work together until the Mentee 
is comfortable with woodturning basics 
such as lathe safety, tool maintenance, 
spindle turning, faceplate turning, etc.  
The two meet at the mentor’s shop on a 
mutually-agreed schedule and tick off 
each skill item as completed.  The goal 
of such a program is to provide new 
members with a skill set adequate 
enough that they can approach a more 
intensive workshop or class with confi-
dence. 
 
  I invite some of our more experienced 
turners to help make this happen.
